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Team Development

A team approach for a new program/project should involve at least 5-6 individuals who can bring knowledge and capabilities to the table. This team could consist of a grant writer, program/project facilitator, financial representative, community supporter, an evaluator, and reviewers.  The following questions should be answered before the grant work begins. (Remember, grant writing is 80% research, and 20% writing!)

1. Have you determined the NEED for the project/program? How was the need determined?

2. What will be the expected result of your program/project?

3. When writing grant proposals, who will be the project applicant?

4. Who will be the fiscal agent for funding received?

5. Who will write the grant proposal?

6. Who will be responsible for the implementation of the project/program?

7. How will the program/project be evaluated and by whom?

8. How will the program/project become sustainable when funding is gone?

9. Who will be the primary contact person? (To communicate with the funding source)

Do your homework!

Follow directions!

Be concise and specific. Longer is not better!

No generalizations or assumptions

· Who says?

· Who cares?

· So What?

· Why?

Pass the proposal by more than one editor!

Be truthful in asking – do not inflate numbers.

Show potential for sustainability!

Demonstrate your credibility. 

Easy to read, user-friendly!

Be positive!
